Re Proposals for Lanchester Park & Lanchester Way

As you will be aware we have recently carried out extensive consultation on our plans for Lanchester Park and I would like to thank everyone that has given us their views.

The results of our consultation show that the majority of local residents do support our overall proposals for Lanchester Park, which include building a  high quality residential development on part of Lanchester Park, as well as improving the remaining park and play areas, and providing enhanced traffic calming proposals.

Many of you, including over 300 children and young people told us what play equipment you would like to see in the park and nearly everyone we spoke to supported these proposals.

A petition was received during the consultation objecting to the proposal to develop new homes on part of Lanchester Park and this has been carefully considered by the North Solihull Partnership.  However, the development of new homes on part of Lanchester Park is central to the overall improvement of Lanchester Park and Lanchester Way and to the wider regeneration of North Solihull.  This is because the development of new homes is the main way we generate income to pay for the other things that you will see as part of the regeneration programme, such as the new primary schools, village centres and improvements to roads community and leisure facilities.  As such, this element of our proposal will be retained.
What Happens now?

A number of residents in Alvis Walk did not support the proposal to create an off street parking area adjacent to Alvis Walk so we are amending the plans to remove this proposal. Further consideration is being given to the proposed closure of the footpath from Lanchester Way to Water Orton Road in light of comments received.  

It is important that any proposals included within the planning application meet the standards required by the Planning Department and we are looking at our proposal to provide a formalised football pitch as part of the package of improvements to Lanchester Park in conjunction with talking to Solihull Council about the possibility of making the new facilities at Park Hall School accessible to the community.  The outcomes of these discussions will help inform our final proposals for Lanchester Park and Lanchester Way.
We will soon be submitting a planning application for consideration by Solihull Council and I would again like to thank everyone who gave their views on our proposals.
